 Insulate your 

Water Heater—Your   

water heater is working 

24 hours a day to keep 

you in hot water. To make 

it work more efficiently—

and save you money—try 

wrapping it in an          

insulating blanket, which 

you can find at your local 

hardware store. Insulating 

the heater helps it work 

more efficiently by keep-

ing the heat inside the 

tank.  

 Change your 
Air Filter—Clean air is 

just as important inside 
the home as it is out-
doors. The filters used 

with an heating and cool-
ing system make a big 
difference in the quality of 
air circulating throughout 
the house. Choosing the 
right filter ­ and changing 
it regularly ­ will help your 
family breathe more    
easily. 
 

 Inspect 
Smoke Alarms—Put 

smoke detectors in or 
near every sleeping area, 
near the kitchen and in 
other living spaces.  
There should be at least 
one on every floor of the 
house. Install them ac-
cording to manufacturer’s 
instructions. Make battery 
replacement easy to re-
member by doing it on the 
days you adjust the clock 
for Daylight Savings 
Time.

Holiday decorating  

 Be careful with holi-

day decorations. 
Choose decorations 
that are flame resis-
tant or flame retar-
dant. 

  Keep lit candles 

away from decora-
tions and other things 
that can burn. 

 Use lights that have 

the label of an inde-
pendent testing labo-
ratory. Some lights 
are only for indoor or 
outdoor use, but not 
both. Replace any 
string of lights with 
worn or broken cords 
or loose bulb connec-
tions.  

 Use clips, not nails, 

to hang lights so the 
cords do not get 
damaged. 

  Keep decorations 

away from windows 
and doors. 

Before heading out or to 
bed blow out lit candles 
and turn off all light 
strings and decorations.
